3. Rezoning-Garvis McKeen-3099 Roanoke Rd.-APN:080-1-000-029B 

Sr Building Official Jay Anderson presented a rezoning application for Garvis McKeen located on 3099 Roanoke 
Road. (APN#: 080-1-000-029B) The applicant requests a rezoning of a 0.83 acre parcel from SFMD (Single Family 
Medium Density) to GC (General Commercial) for the purpose of a commercial use. The property has been used as 
a commercial use for several years. The Future Land Use map identifies this area as Suburban, with primary land 
uses being compact residential, neighborhood commercial, public buildings in scale to the surrounding development, 
churches, clubs, and/or lodges. The property across the street is zoned General Commercial. The BOZA/PC voted 5-
0 to recommend approval. Chairman Crews asked if there was anyone who would like to speak in favor of or against 
the rezoning application. No one responded.

B. Other 

1. Home Occupation - William Gray - 104 Linda Lane (APN#081-3-000-130) 

Sr Building Official Jay Anderson presented a Home Occupation Business License for William Gray to operate a 
cabinet and furniture making business at an existing 1.0 acre residential property, which is currently zoned SFMD 
(Single Family Medium Density), and also utilize an existing 768 square feet accessory building located to the rear 
of the property. If approved, the staff recommends nine(9) Special Conditions to help maintain and preserve the 
residential character within the residential neighborhood. BOZA/PC voted 4-0 with one abstention to recommend 
approval of this application with the stated nine conditions.  
1. Proper waste disposal per county, state, and federal regulations.
2. NO new accessory buildings.
3. NO expansion of existing accessory building.
4. Paint booth and existing accessory building must be inspected by the Troup County Fire Marshal for code
compliance. 
5. Hours of Operation shall be Monday thru Friday, 8:00a.m til 5:00p.m.
6. Onsite employment is limited to the residents of the household.
7. All equipment, materials, and inventory shall NOT be visible from the public right of way and/or adjacent private
property. 
8. NO more than one (1) delivery per day shall be permitted to minimize outside traffic.
9. The Home Occupation shall produce NO noise of obnoxious odors, vibrations, glare, fumes or electric
interference that is detectable to normal sensory perceptions from the public right of way and/or adjacent private 
property.  
Chairman Crews asked if there was anyone who would like to speak in favor of or against the Home Occupation 
License. No one responded.

2. Conditional Use-KK&L Real Estate-Hamilton Rd.-APN: 051-4-000-071 

Sr Building Official Jay Anderson presented a conditional use for KK&L Real Estate located on Hamilton Road. 
(APN: 051-4-000-71) The request is to place a digital multiple message billboard on this parcel which is zoned GC 
(General Commercial). BOZA/PC voted 3-2 to recommend denial of the application. The staff recommends denial. 
If the use is approved, staff recommends the following conditions:

Character of the Area:  The area is a mixture of commercial and industrial uses.   
 
Description of Existing Conditions:  The property is currently being used as a commercial use for the sale of 
commercial buildings. 
 
Specifics of the Proposal:  The applicant wishes to obtain the correct zoning for the property.   
 
Planning and Zoning History:  The property has been used commercially for several decades.   
 
Conformity to the Six Zoning Standards: 

1. The existing uses and land use patterns   

Existing use and land use patterns reflect a commercial and industrial development pattern. 

2. The population density patterns and possible increase or overburdening of public facilities including, but 
not limited to; schools, utilities, police and fire protection and streets. 

The change to a GC zoning district will not increase any of these public facilities. 

3. Whether the proposed change will create or excessively increase traffic congestion or otherwise affect 
public safety. 

The proposed zoning change will not change the current use of the property.   

4. Whether the proposed change will create adverse environmental impacts to water erosion and 
sedimentation control regulations or sewerage systems. 

The proposed change will not create adverse environmental impacts. 

5. Whether the proposed change is consistent with the future land use map as adopted by the Troup 
County Board of Commissioners 

The proposed change is consistent with the future land use map.  This parcel is identified as Commercial.   

6. Any other factors relevant to balancing the interest in promoting the public health, safety, morality or 
general welfare against the individual right to the unrestricted use of property.   

This property has been used commercially for several years.   

Conformity with the Comprehensive Plan:  A rezoning decision to GC is in conformance to the Comprehensive 
Plan. 

Development Review Committee Comments:  No agency had any concern with the rezoning of this property.   
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
