Description of Existing Conditions:  The area is very rural with scattered residential development, farms and 
large wooded tracts. 
 
Specifics of the Proposal:  The applicant would like to operate a rural tourism activity at this location.  The 
activity would consist of hosting parties for children and allowing them to ride the ponies on site.  The applicant 
estimates the typical party having between 7-15 children with a party duration of approximately 2 hours.
